As the first domestic violence shelter in Arkansas and one of the first in America, the       

Donald W. Reynoldsõ Peace at Home Family Shelter has empowered thousands of families to 

leave abusive relationships, heal from the effects of abuse, and experience violence-free lives. 

 

Today, Peace at Home provides emergency shelter, transitional housing, mental health,       

financial assistance, legal advocacy, and a 24/7 crisis hotline to over 1,000 survivors each year. 

All of our programs are provided in English and Spanish. Theyõre free, confidential, and     

available to any survivor of violence, including those who have been sexually trafficked, men, 

immigrants, and members of the LGBTQI community. 

 

This report illustrates many of our successes this year. We are so proud of the courageous 

men, women, and children we have served and so grateful for the community support we have 

received. As we begin 2014 however, it is important to reflect on domestic violenceõs impact 
not only on survivors, but on our entire community.  

 

Children growing up in violent homes are more likely than others to experience depression, 

anxiety, and poor social development; healthcare costs associated with domestic violence total 

$5.8 billion annually; and $1.8 billion are lost each year in workplace productivity.   

 

To end the generational cycle of abuse we must unite as one community against family        

violence. We must educate our children to treat all people with dignity and respect. We must 

stop avoiding the reality of family violence and blaming the victims as somehow being the cause 

of domestic abuse. This is our communityõs problem, and it cannot be tolerated any 

longer. 

 

Now more than ever, we need your help to bring peace at home to Northwest Arkansas.   

 

You can refer victims to our crisis line, or volunteer, or invest your charitable dollars. Stand 

up for our community and say, òWe donõt condone violence here.ó  You  have the power to 

save lives.
